POLICIES AND PROCEDURES
COMPETITIVE DANCERS
Attendance
Attendance is very important when in a competitive company.  It is mandatory that no more than six classes be missed throughout the entire year.  If unforeseen problems arise, the director must OK the attendance problem.  If you are going to miss a class, please let us know prior to class, or if sick, please call in and let us know.  Please remember when you are absent; you are affecting a lot of dancers. In the past, we have had cases where dancers attend for their solos and miss class.  If a student misses too many classes they will be asked by the director to not attend their solo class for that week.  If attendance becomes a problem the student will be removed from the group choreography.
Attire in Class
Dancers must have on black tights and outfit, or black bodysuit and pink ballet tights for all ballet, jazz, and contemporary classes.  NO t-shits or baggy clothes.  Hair must be up and no loose jewelry.  If a dancer is not dressed properly, they will be asked to leave and the parent will be called to get them.  If there are more then three violations, a student/parent interview will be mandatory. 
Lateness
Dancers who arrive late for class will not be allowed to enter the room once the door is closed unless they have a note from their parent.  Any dancers who are not allowed in class will be sent home. 
Schedule
Monday and Thursday schedules are subject to change anytime between 5:00-9:00pm for A and B companies and 5:00-10:30pm for C and D companies.  We will try as best we can to be done earlier, but please be aware that as choreography times vary, we may have to alter schedules.
Competitions
We will have all competitions chosen by November 2011.  At this time we will put out a note on all competitive dates and fees.  We will attend three competitions with a few extra optionals for solos, duets/trios and small groups. 
Scholarships
All monies will go directly to the studio.  In the case of solos, if all accounts are up to date the monies will be split between the soloist and the choreographer.  

Ballet exams for 2011-2012 Season
Ballet Exams are held in the fall. 
Dancers will be given confirmation as to whether they are eligible for exams by April 1.
Cost: $210.00, which includes Exam Fee, extra classes and pianist fee [Fees are due in three payments as follows]

1.May 1st, 2012 $60.00 

2.Aug. 1st, 2012 $60.00 

3.Oct. 1st, 2012 $90.00

There are four extra exam classes in the summer that are mandatory for all dancers.

Pricing Policies
1. Competitive pricing includes up to 2 groups and all choreography classes.
2. Pre-Competitive pricing includes ballet, jazz, pre-competitive technique class, plus 1 optional class (Acro, Tap or Hip Hop). One choreography class is also included.
3. Extra groups are a $60.00 one-time fee including HST.  All payments and responses must be in by October 15th or dancer will not be eligible for routine.  This will be strictly enforced.  A list of what the dancer may do competitively will be handed out by the end of September.
4. If competitive entry fees are not in on time, dancer will NOT be entered.
5. Soloists – All dancers must take 8 summer classes.  All soloists must do one duet/trio.
6. Payment plans are available BUT MUST GO FROM SEPTEMBER TO JUNE.
Costumes
It is our commitment to keep costume costs to a minimum.  We are going to order as many costumes as we can to keep costs low and have them altered.  Deposits are due on October 15th.  (Note: If deposit is not in by this date, a $10.00 fee per costume will be added to cover our office costs.  If not in by October 31st, dancer will not be allowed to participate in choreography).  Bills will be out by February 1st, 2012.  Bills must be paid within 30 days of receipt.  Any bills not paid in this time will be subject to a 10% interest charge per every 30 days it is late.  Costumes will not be released without payment. 

Duet/Trios for All Companies
Costs for Duet/Trios are a one-time fee of $300.00 including HST.
Extra Duets/Trios are a one-time fee of $60.00
All Duet/Trio choreography will be done on Sundays then run during studio time.

Extra Dance Costs Involved Throughout the Year   

1. Rehearsal on stage before competition: Cost - $30.00 plus HST.
2. Rehearsal on stage before year end show: Cost - $30.00 plus HST.
3. Year end costumes for competitive dancers: Cost - $75.00 plus HST.
4. Practice CD: Cost $20.00, which includes all competitive numbers or full ballet exam.  

5. Costume deposits: $75.00 per routine.
6. Shoes and tights as per required for each routine for competition and year end show.
7. Makeup as required for competitive dancers.
8.Jewelry, earrings, barrettes and neckpieces as required by competitive dancers.
