Student Etiquette 

1. Dancers must clean up all messes. Absolutely NO gum in the studio. 

2. Any clothes left in change rooms will be sent to Sallyanne on the last Friday of every month. 

3. All boots must be taken off at the door and put on rubber mats in the hallway

4. Dancer is expected to be courteous to other dancers and remain polite at all times. 

5. Do not touch others belongings. 

6. No Foul Language. Negative attitudes are not acceptable. 

7. No males in Girls change room and vice versa. 

Parent Etiquette 
1. Please come in at least once every two weeks and ask if there is any information you should be aware of. 

2. No peanut products are allowed in or around studio. 

3. Parents are welcome to stay and view classes, but are not allowed in studio rooms during classes. 

4. If you are dropping your child off please be aware when class ends. Teachers will try and stay on schedule. 

5. Parents are asked to help children put practice time into their home lives. Parents can encourage children to stretch and practice routines. We ask that parents do not try to be a teacher. In some cases we end up with the parent trying to teach the dancer or disagreeing with the teachers decisions. It is very difficult for the teachers to be effective when this happens. We have only certified qualified teachers in this studio. In order for us to teach your children, it is very important that we have full trust from the parent and the child.

Dancers at Home Etiquette

6. Set up schedule to balance school, dance, family and friend time 

7. Be a dancer always, not just when in class 

8. Create positive energy in your life and it will follow through in your dancing 

Shows and Costumes 

Tots - Year End Show: All Tots and Combination students have their own Year End show designed just for them to feel like a Princess or Prince for a day and be the star of the show. With our year end show, students receive a professionally made costume bought from the U.S. and a graduation certificate at the show. The cost for the year end show costume is $75.00 plus HST . Costume bills will go out by the middle of May and are due June 1st. 

Recreational and Competitive - All recreational and competitive students participate in the year end show which is held at the Sanderson Centre. All dancers will get to participate in this great event. There is a Rehearsal on stage before the year end show. The cost is $30.00 plus HST . Costumes for the year end show are mandatory. The cost per costume is $75.00 plus HST, but the more classes your child attends, the price per costume decreases. Costume bills will be out by May 1st. All bills must be paid before costumes go out to student. Shoes and tights as per required for each routine for the year end show are up to the responsibility of the dancer. 

Lessons 

Tots One and Tots Two- This class is a combination of jazz, tap, ballet and acrobatics. Tots One is geared towards ages 2-4 and Tots Two is for our second year tots ages 4-6. The movement is based on pre-motor skills. The class uses learning tools such as wands, wings, tiaras, flowers and hats. This helps keep the attention of the child and helps them learn through association. Dancers should wear bodysuits, tights or skirt with bodysuit. Pink ballet shoes and Black tap shoes.

Combination Class – This class is designed for the dancer ages 6-9. It is a combination of jazz, tap and ballet. The dancers do 20 minutes of each subject with an emphasis on a different theory each week. The movement theory is explored in all three subjects. This is a great class for the dancer who is undecided on what style of dance they wish to specify in. Dancers should wear bodysuits, tights or skirt with bodysuit. There are a lot of great dance outfits and we encourage individuality at this age rather then a set uniform. Students should have black tap shoes and pink ballet shoes. 

Jazz, Tap Ballet, Contemporary, Theatre and Acrobatics – Dancers should wear a bodysuit and tights for class. 

Hip Hop and Cheer – Dancers can wear sweatpants, a t-shirt or a track suit for hip hop and cheer. Students should have running shoes for class. 

Modeling – Julia Jamieson Models offers an eight week program for beginner students up to the most advanced models. Please talk to front desk for more details.

Pricing Policies 
Post dated cheques dated at the beginning of each month will be required upon registration dated through to June 1st. If the dancer discontinues lessons, the post dated cheques will be given back to the student, however the studio requires 30 days notice.
